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Abstract: With the continuous development of social economy, people have moved from the material pursuit of only paying attention to
“clothing” “food” “housing” and “transportation” to the spiritual pursuit. People’s awareness of citizen democracy is gradually improving,
and they are extremely eager to participate in social public management. Under the background of the state’s proposition of “Party
committee leadership, government responsibility, social coordination, public participation and legal guarantee”, the will of the public has
gradually been fully expressed and the public can participate more in public social management. However, it is also necessary to provide
the public with corresponding guarantees and guide the public to correctly participate in the work of social public management, so as to

continuously improve the social public management system and promote the sound development of society.
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
