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[ Abstract ]Public Library Law is a general term for the specialized law and related law of public
libraries. The national public library law is formally implemented on January 1, 2018. At this point,
the legal system of public library in China is truly initially established. The construction of the law of
national and local public libraries in China has undergone the policy diffusion process of
"bottom-up", "top-down" and mutual learning, and has its unique characteristics. Based on the

theory of policy diffusion, the paper analyzes the characteristics of the diffusion of Public Library
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Law in China, explores its motivation and forecasts the future trend.
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
