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Absrtact : Objective: To analyze the risk factors of nursing care of gastroenterology nurses, and propose corresponding preven-
tive measures. Method: Select the two stages of nursing work in the Department of Gastroenterology in this hospital for obser-
vation, include the stage of implementing routine care into the control group, and include the stage of implementing nursing
risk prevention and control measures into the observation group, and observe the occurrence of nursing risk events in different
groups . Results: 2 patients in the observation group had adverse drug reactions, 1 patient had a dispute with nursing staff, 2
patients in the control group had nosocomial infections, 5 patients had adverse drug reactions, and 3 patients had nurse— pa-
tient disputes. There are significant differences in nursing risk accidents between different groups of patients; the nursing quali-
ty score of the observation group is 96. 25+ 1. 05 points, which is significantly higher than the control group's 92. 35+ 1. 14
points; there is 1 nurse in the observation group who has infection, and the control group 4 nurses had infections; 57.50% of
the patients in the observation group were very satisfied, 2. 50% of the patients were not satisfied, 37.50% of the patients in
the control group were very satisfied, and 15. 00% of the patients were not satisfied. There are significant differences in the e-
valuation results of nursing services among patients in different groups. Conclusion: In the nursing work of gastroenterology,
there are many nursing risks based on the professional skills of nursing staff, subjective factors of patients, management sys-

tem and other factors. For this, we should strengthen training and management to prevent and control nursing risks.
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
