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The effect of nursing intervention in operating room nursing work
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Absrtact: Objective: To analyze the effect of nursing intervention in operating room nursing. Methods: choose from a hospi-
tal in the same year the diagnosis and treatment of 60 patients with surgery as the research object, it is divided into two
groups, control group and observation group, respectively, number of patients in each group of 30 people, a hospital to the
control group were treated by routine nursing method, the observation group were treated by operating room nursing interven-
tion, the method of comparison of two groups of patients to nursing satisfaction. Results: The satisfaction of observation

group was higher than that of control group. Conclusion: The effect of nursing intervention in operating room nursing work is

more significant, nursing staff need to promote it vigorously.
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
