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Clinical effect of perioperative nursing intervention in patients with acute cholecystitis
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Abstract: Objective To explore the effect of perioperative nursing on the treatment of acute cholecystitis. Methods: from May
2019 to May 2010, 54 patients with acute cholecystitis, male or female, age, and emergency cholecystectomy patients were
randomly divided into a / B two groups. Group A was set as the experimental group, and group B was set as the control
group. The age of the two groups was determined The experimental group and the control group were treated with laparoscopic
cholecystectomy. The experimental group a received corresponding nursing intervention, preoperative education and postopera-
tive psychological and physiological intervention, The experimental objects in group B were treated with the common routine
nursing of cholecystectomy. The effect of perioperative nursing was judged by comparing the hospitalization time and treatment
effect between the experimental group and the control group. Results: the satisfaction of the patients in the control group was
significantly lower than that of the patients in the experimental group, and the hospitalization time and hospitalization expenses
of the control group were significantly higher than those of the experimental group. This data through statistical analysis, the
results show that the results are statistically significant. Conclusion: the correct perioperative nursing work for patients with a-
cute cholecystitis treatment effect is significant, reduce the physiological and economic burden of patients, at the same time, it
can also increase the satisfaction of patients, provide better experience for the treatment of patients, and facilitate the rapid

psychological and physiological recovery of patients.
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
