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[ Abstract]in order to analyze the therapeutic effect of intravenous thrombolysis with arteplase in
patients with acute cerebral infarction. 68 patients with acute cerebral infarction admitted to our
hospital from March 2018 to May 2019 were randomly divided into control group and observation
group. The control group was treated with comprehensive oxygen inhalation, anti-platelet
aggregation, lipid-lowering, free radical scavenging and brain nerve nutrition; the observation group
was treated on the basis of the control group. The prognosis, NHISS score and modified RANKIN
scale were compared between the two groups before and after intervention. The results showed that
the prognosis of the patients in the observation group was better than that of the control group; the
scores of the two groups before intervention were similar, and the scores of the patients in the
observation group after intervention were lower than those of the control group. It is concluded that
intravenous thrombolysis with arteplase can achieve good results in the treatment of patients with
acute cerebral infarction.
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
