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Abstract: Objective: This study is to explore the correlation between the attribution of success and failure and the personality
characteristics of college students, and to understand the relationship between the two more thoroughly, so that the attribution of
college students more likely to be correct positive and reasonable. Methods: Through the method of random sampling, using the
attribution style questionnaire(ASQ) and the inward and outward personality characteristics test questionnaire, the paper investigated
the attribution style and personality characteristics of 230 college students by means of mobile phone questionnaire. Results: There
are significant differences between different genders in the attribution styles of College Students' success and failure, and there is a
positive correlation between the different personalities of college students. Conclusion: (D For the special group of college students,
male students tend to external attribution for success or failure, while female students tend to internal attribution. @) Extroverted and

neutral college students tend to be comprehensive attribution, while introverted students tend to internal attribution..
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
