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Abstract: There is a close connection between the tradition Chinese virtues and the task of establishing moral education in colleges
and universities. Inheriting the traditional Chinese virtues is great significance in improving students’ moral quality, promoting

personnel training and strengthening cultural confidence, so it is a feasible way to promote the realization of the task of establishing

morality in colleges and universities by using the traditional Chinese virtues.
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
