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Abstract: Fighting spirit is a necessary quality for military talents. Military colleges and universities should take cultivating
students’ fighting spirit as their sacred duty. Adhere to the principle of running the army according to law and strictly, vigorously
cultivate the fighting spirit of “one is not afraid of hardship and the other is not afraid of death”, train the ability to prepare for war,
