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Abstract: As an important part of the education system of higher vocational colleges, the ideological and political education of
higher vocational students occupies an important position in the whole education system, especially in the background of continuous
optimization and adjustment of talent training structure, how to strengthen the effectiveness of ideological and political education in
higher vocational colleges has become a top priority. However, from the current overall current situation of ideological and political
