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Abstract: Advanced English reading is a compulsory and core course for Senior English majors. At present, most of the teaching
focuses on the new words, sentences and translation in the text, but this traditional teaching method can not effectively improve students'
comprehensive ability. Applying “literary appreciation” in advanced English reading class can cultivate their stylistic awareness and

independent thinking ability, and more deeply understand, reasonably explain and fully appreciate the works from the perspective of the

relationship between language skills and ideological content, so as to improve their ability to appreciate and apply the language.
